Location in script: In the movie, they never showed his death or explained what happen. In this scene, the first scene of the play, it tells you about the night Holly lost her man.

Setting: A Hospital.

(Gerry is in a hospital bed on center stage, as Holly weeps at his side)
Holly
“I just don’t understand.” She says as a tear runs down her face.

Dr. Clark

“I’m sorry Holly, but there’s nothing we can do. We’ve tried everything.”

Holly

“You’re a doctor in a hospital. Don’t tell me there’s nothing you can do, this is your job. You need to keep trying.”

Gerry

“Holly, stop. This isn’t his fault; I should’ve told you I was sick to begin with. You can’t blame anyone except me” As he grabs her hand.
Dr. Clark

“I’ll give you guys some time alone. Once again Holly, I’m so sorry.”

(Dr. Clark walks stage left and disappears off the set)

Holly

“Why, WHY GERRY”

Gerry

“I didn’t want to scare you. You worry enough as it is; I just was trying to protect you”

Holly

“So you leave out the tiny detail that you’re dieing?! How could you not tell me...”

(Holly gets up and paces back and forth, upstage and back)
Gerry

“I never expected it to come down to this. They said I was in remission. The cancer just came back, I promise”

Holly

“That’s not an excuse Gerry. Do you realize what this means? What am I supposed to do without you?”

Gerry

“You’re going to be fine Holly, you’re more independent than you realize. I’m not going anywhere; I’ll always be with you even if it’s not physically”

(Holly starts sobbing and comes back to sit at center stage)

Gerry

“please don’t baby”

Holly

“This isn’t fair...”
(Mid-sentence, Dr. Clark returns back on set to center stage)

Dr. Clark

“Holly, we need to check to see how Gerry’s doing. If you don’t mind, we’ll need you to leave the room for a few minutes”

Holly

“I love you Gerry”

(Holly gets up and exits the set through stage right, leaving Gerry and Dr. Clark alone in the room)
